Rules of Mardi Gras:

No skateboards, golf carts, ATVs, or side-by-sides

No on-street parking in areas that are marked with gold and purple “Mardi gras
parking signs”. Only park in designated off-street sites, independently owned lots, or
in the Mobile, Alabama cruise terminal.

No pets allowed

No glass containers

Do not cross any closed barricades

Do not throw anything at the floats

No underage drinking

No drinking and driving

Attend parades in groups with family and friends.

Bring a lightweight bag/backpack for your throws

Establish a post-parade meeting spot such as a favorite restaurant/bar.

Place an information card in your child’s pocket with name, address, phone number
or use an AirTag.

If you have small children, bring a stroller or wagon, snacks, drinks, and keep eyes
peeled for throws headed in their direction.

Non-emergency line is 311

Arrive to the parade early for easier parking and to secure a good spot
